1 Have any Government in the EU impose Levies on Defined Benefit Pension Schemes if so let me know which ones and what are the Terms.

2 Do Pension Schemes in member States hold Annual General Meetings to meet the Contributors and Pensioners. Which ones in any Countries/Members States.

3 Have Pensioners rights to Arbitration such as the Labour Court/WRC.

4 Does the EU Competitions Authority investigate Pensions Schemes Rules such as Employers interviewing Candidates before they seek nominations to be elected as a Trustee etc.

I bring to your NOTICE that Mercers are managing Pension Schemes and their Investments in the following Organizations.

.

Eircom, GP’s, Aer Lingus, British Transport (Stena), Jacob’s Biscuits (IRL). They Manage the Investments of ESB Superannuation Scheme and the ESB Medical Provident Fund (Health Insurance). The same company managed the Printer Pension Fund and when it was closed down they took 2 million Euros and left the pensioners with 1 million Euros.

When I question the Trustees and Manager of the ESB Pensions and ESB MPF about Mercer’s Management Fees I get silence. 

This question needs to be answered with regard to all Schemes to establish consistency and that Tax rules etc are correctly applied and Audited.

Is there an EU ruling re monopoly regarding management of Pension Schemes.

Are Managers of pension funds subject to ECB/CBOI regulations and are they enforcing these regulations from a Consumer viewpoint.

It is a case of all the eggs in the one basket such as Carillon Construction.
